First Lesson: Daniel 1:8-16
But Daniel resolved that he would not defile himself with the king's food, or with the

wine that he drank. Therefore he asked the chief of the eunuchs to allow him not to defile
himself. °And God gave Daniel favor and compassion in the sight of the chief of the
eunuchs, °and the chief of the eunuchs said to Daniel, “I fear my lord the king, who
assigned your food and your drink; for why should he see that you were in worse condition
than the youths who are of your own age? So you would endanger my head with the
king.” *' Then Daniel said to the steward whom the chief of the eunuchs had assigned over
Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah, **“Test your servants for ten days; let us be given
vegetables to eat and water to drink. ** Then let our appearance and the appearance of the
youths who eat the king's food be observed by you, and deal with your servants according to
what you see.” ¥ So he listened to them in this matter, and tested them for ten days. *° At the
end of ten days it was seen that they were better in appearance and fatter in flesh than all
the youths who ate the king's food. '® So the steward took away their food and the wine they
were to drink, and gave them vegetables.

5 Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through
our Lord Jesus Christ. > Through him we have also obtained access by faith into this grace in
which we stand, and we rejoice in hope of the glory of God. ® Not only that, but we rejoice in
our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, “and endurance produces
character, and character produces hope, >and hope does not put us to shame, because
God's love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us.

® For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. ’ For one
will scarcely die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person one would dare
even to die— ®but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died
for us.

% And Jesus went throughout all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues
and proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom and healing every disease and every
affliction. ** When he saw the crowds, he had compassion for them, because they were
harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. 3" Then he said to his disciples, “The
harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few; * therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of the
harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.”

10 And he called to him his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean
spirits, to cast them out, and to heal every disease and every affliction. >The names of the
twelve apostles are these: first, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother; James
the son of Zebedee, and John his brother; * Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew
the tax collector; James the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; % Simon the Zealot, and Judas
Iscariot, who betrayed him.
